PATIENT INFORMATION FOR

DEFLUX( PROCEDURE

Deflux( is a gel that is placed into the body where the ureters meet the bladder.  It is used to stop vesicoureteral  reflux.

Procedure:  The injection of Deflux( is done as an out-patient procedure and your child will have a general anesthesia.  The procedure is usually scheduled for approximately 30-45 minutes.  Most children have few symptoms after this procedure; however, there may be some burning and stinging with urination.  Increase your child’s fluids for the next 24-48 hours after the procedure and the discomfort will go away.  

Follow-up:

It is important that you contact our office to make the following appointments:

1.  One month from the time of the Deflux( injection, your child will need

     an ultrasound of his/her kidneys and bladder.

2.  Three months from the time of the Deflux( injection, your child will need

     a VCUG.

3.  Continue the antibiotics until the doctor/nurse practitioner tells you to stop them.
